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Cluster-initiatives are an important tool for boosting innovation and regional development. 
But the successful management of such knowledge intensive networks is challenging: Cluster
managers and policy makers need sound information to formulate strategies, monitor success
and communicate their networking activities. Many of these information needs relate to 
intangibles – the so-called intellectual capital: What know-how do members bring to the net-
work? How do they cooperate? Of what quality are the network's linkages with important 
stakeholders?

Within the RICARDA project researchers and practitioners from four European countries 
(A, D, HU, S) have explored the potentials of analysing the intellectual capital of cluster 
initiatives in theory and practice.

At the final conference the RICARDA consortium will share format and results of the project.
Cluster managers will report their hands-on experiences with using intellectual capital reports
in different regions and sectors. With the launch of the RICARDA manual conference partici-
pants will receive a practical guide for drafting their own intellectual capital reports. The
European Commission will present new activities in the field of cluster management.
